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Things to Do at Home
Nuts and Bolts:  Give your child several large nuts and bolts to screw and unscrew.  Make it more challenging by giving your child bolts of different sizes.  He or she must find the correct nut to go with each bolt.
Tightrope Walker:  Tape 3 10’ long pieces of yarn on the floor.  Make won straight, one curved, and one shaped like a circle.  Have your child extend his or her arms and walk on the yarn pieces forward, sideways then backwards.  Can your child stay on the line while hopping?  Play follow-the-leader on the lines.  
Egg Carton Nursery:  Get an early start on your garden!  Let your child place empty eggshell halves in the cups of an egg carton and fill the shells with potting soil.  Help him or her plant one or two radish or carrot seeds in each shell and add a teaspoon of water.  Keep the egg carton closed so the seeds will stay warm and sprout more quickly.  Keep soil moist.  After the seeds have sprouted and grown into seedlings, have your child plant the eggshells outside, crushing them slightly before placing them in the ground.  
Bean Bag Yarn-Circle Target:  Join your child in tossing bean bags into yarn circles on the floor.  How many times can you reach the target?  
Sound Eggs:  Collect 3-4 pairs of plastic eggs.  Fill each pair with small objects, such as jingle bells, paper clips, dried beans or rice.  Tape the eggs closed.  Take turns with your child shaking the eggs and finding those that have matching sounds.  
Hopping Bunnies:  Have your child pretend to be a hopping bunny.  Say, “Bunny hop ___ times” filling the blank with a number from 1-10.  After your child has hopped that many times, switch roles so that you are the hopping bunny, and let your child give the directions.  
What’s Missing?:  Draw a person, omitting one or some of the body parts.  Give your child a pencil or crayon and ask him or her to complete the person.
Marble Painting:  Cut a piece of light colored paper to fit in the bottom of a baking dish.  Place 3 or 4 large dabs of tempera paint on the paper.  Let your child place 2-3 marbles in the dish and tip it back and forth to create a marble painting.
Egg Toss:  Take turns with your child tossing eggs into a large basket or box.  Place a pillow in the box to cut down on noise, if desired.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Bunny Counters:  Draw a large bunny shape on each of 5 index cards.  Number the cards from 1-5.  Set out glue and cotton balls.  Help your child select one card at a time, identify the numeral on it, and glue that many cotton balls on the bunny.  Display your child’s creation. 
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
