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Things To Do At Home
Kicking Up a Storm – Make a “kickbag” by stuffing an old pillowcase or a strong paper bag with crumpled newspaper.  Sew or tape the end closed.  Let your child kick the bag in an open space in your home.  Join in the fun by kicking the bag back and forth with your child.  This is a great activity for indoor exercise.
Sorting – After the silverware has been washed and dried, let your child sort the knives, forks, and spoons, and put them away.  
Snowball Toss – Arrange several plastic containers on a ledge outside.  Help your child make snowballs.  Then let him or her throw the snowballs at the containers and try to knock them off of the ledge.  
Bird Snack – Help your child string O-shaped cereal pieces on a long piece of yarn or string and the hang it on a tree or a bush outside your window.  Watch the birds enjoy this special treat.
