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Things to Do at Home
Autumn Walk.  Look at the changing colors on the trees.  Collect colored leaves, nuts, and acorns.  Sort them when you get home by color, shape, type, then help you child glue them on paper to make a fall collage.
What Am I?  While driving or waiting in line, play this guessing game.  Say, for example, “I live on the farm.  I give milk and say moo.  What am I?”  Or “I’m round, I can roll, and I can bounce.  What am I?”
Modeling Dough Fun.  Make modeling dough (see recipe below).  Set the rule that it must be used at the table.  Add some sand or glitter to the dough for a fun sensory experiment.
Recipe:  Combine 5 cups flour, 1 cup salt, ½ cup vegetable oil, 2 cups water, and a dash of food coloring.  Mix well and store in an airtight container.  (Try making purple, brown, black, or orange – our colors of the week in October)
